Career job reservations unrestricted
Air Force Personnel Center

RANDOLPH Air Force Bse, Texas — Air Force officials
announced fiscal 2008 started without any restrictions on first-term
career job reservations for enlisted specialties. 

Most years, Airmen compete for a limited number of jobs within
their Air Force specialty codes, but this year, Air Force officials
expect to meet enlisted authorized end strength through normal attri-
tion. 

“For the first time in four years, Airmen will not have to compete
for the privilege of reenlisting in their specialty code,” said Chief
Master Sgt. Christine Williams, chief of the Air Force Personnel
Center enlisted skills management branch here.  “However, com-
manders will still enforce quality standards before making Airmen
eligible to reenlist.” 

All first-term Airmen selected by their commanders as eligible to
re-enlist under the Selective Reenlistment Program receive a CJR
once they enter the first month of their reenlistment eligibility win-
dow.  Aside from the fact there are no waiting lists, Airmen won’t
notice any difference from previous years.  The automated process-
ing continues to notify them  of their career job reservations anytime
they become eligible during their reenlistment window, even though
there are no restrictions.

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‘Rules of Road’ apply
to bicycle riders, too

Safety office
“Rules of the Road” apply

to bicycle riders, as well as
motorists and motorcyclists.

The safest place to ride at
Keesler is Interstate 81, which
follows the contours of the
flight line.  There, as well as
anywhere else on base, bicy-
clists are required to ride sin-
gle file and as close to the
right side of the road as possi-
ble. 

Other rules for bicylists:
Ensure bikes have the nec-

essary equipment, including
white lights on the front and
red lights or reflectors on the
rear, brakes and bells or
horns.  The white light must
be visible from at least 500
feet to the front.  Brakes
should be able to stop a bike
within 25 feet from a speed of
10 mph on dry, level and clear
pavement.  Bells or horns
need to be heard from at least
100 feet away.  Sirens and
whistles aren’t authorized un-
less for official government
business. 

Wear approved protective
helmets at all times.   

In  the fall and winter,
when cyclists frequently trav-
el in fog and darkness, highly
reflective clothing is recom-
mended.  Wear reflective vests
and belts when riding in uni-
form. 

Come to a complete stop
at all stop signs.

Use appropriate hand sig-
nals when preparing to make
turns.

The Air Force initiated the
program due to unexpected
retention issues and Air Force
Specialty Code mergers.

Eligible Airmen must have
held a valid skill level in a
secondary AFSC within the
last four years to reclassify
into one of more than 70
AFSCs.  Additional eligibility
requirements are available by
contacting unit commander
support staffs.

“Those Airmen who apply
must realize approval or dis-
approval is based on Air
Force needs at the time,” said
Master Sgt. Catina Johnson-
Roscoe, superintendent of Air
Force enlisted retraining and
reenlistments at the Air Force
Personnel Center here. 

To apply for the program
Airmen must:

Verify their eligibility and
contact their commander sup-
port staff personnel for assis-
tance in completing an appli-
cation.

Contact the base function-
al manager for the old AFSC
and obtain a letter of recom-
mendation that certifies the
member meets all eligibility
criteria and is qualified for
reclassification into the old
specialty code.

E-mail a scanned copy of
the application and recom-
mendation letter to ncorp.sus-
pense@randolph.af.mil.

Processing should take
about four to six weeks.

Approved applicants don’t
incur additional active-duty
service commitments for
reclassification, and most stay
in the local area of their cur-
rent duty location to reduce
permanent change-of-station
costs.

If your college student
turns 21 this year, there are
things to do to ensure Tricare
coverage isn’t interrupted.

Tricare covers eligible de-
pendents pursuing an under-
graduate or graduate degree
until age 21.  For coverage
beyond that age, a student must
be enrolled full-time at an
accredited institution of higher
education and the sponsor must
provide more than 50 percent of
the student’s financial support.

The sponsor should visit or
call the nearest uniformed iden-
tification card-issuing facility
for information on necessary
documentation needed to ex-
tend benefits for college stu-
dents beyond their 21st birth-
day.  This should be complet-
ed two months, but not less
than one month, before their
21st birthday, so coverage
isn’t interrupted. 

Tricare benefits end when
the college student reaches age
23 or graduates, whichever
comes first.  For example, if a
college student turns 23 on Jan.
3, but doesn’t graduate until
May, the student loses cover-
age at midnight Jan. 2.

It’s also important for col-
lege students to keep their
address, phone numbers and e-
mail addresses current in the
Defense Enrollment Eligibility
Reporting System so they can
receive Tricare information as
well as claims-generated ex-
planations of benefits.

Nearly 50 years ago, shooting enthusiasts  in
Harrison County founded the Coast Rifle and
Pistol Club.
