« Will identify the min/max mileage of travel to be reimbursed.

* You should consider leaving early, regardless of reimbursement
for the safety of your family members. All paid entitlements start
on the date/time of the official order. If you voluntarily evacuate,
reimbursement begins at start date/time of order

e Cash Advances are authorized. The GTC travel cards are the

How much will we be reimbursed for driving to my safe haven?

e As of 1 Jan 11, the POV per mileage reimbursement is $.51 per
mile. In order to be reimbursed, you must go the minimum
mileage indicated on the orders, and if you exceed the maximum
mileage, you will only be reimbursed up to that maximum mileage.
Lodging at points beyond the maximum range will be reimbursed
the CONUS Standard Rate of 77.00 depending on receipts
provided
